We still have over 120 residents who have 

not paid their $60 HOA assessment for 

2016.  If you have not paid yet, please take 

care of this immediately.  Residents that 

have not paid the yearly assessment will 

have assessment liens placed on their 

properties. 
 

We have an opening on the Lexington Oaks 

Architectural Control Committee (ACC).  

This is a committee chaired by a HOA 

Board Director, Ms. Sue Wilcox, and 

comprised of 4 resident volunteers.  The 

Committee is responsible for reviewing all 

requests residents submit to make an on-site 

improvement to his or her property.  We 

have community approved guidelines that 

must be followed to ensure we continue to 

have a well-defined, unique, and readily 

apparent architectural and residential 

character.  We have worked hard to 

automate the process so ACC members can 

do their reviews and votes over e-mail 

instead of having to meet face-to-face each 

week.  If you have a passion to keep 

Lexington Oaks looking consistent and can 

commit 1-2 hours a week, we would love to 

have you as a member of the ACC.  Please 

contract Sue Wilcox at srw61h@aol.com or 

myself at roncoxlexoaks@gmail.com to let 

us know if you are interested. 
 

At our latest HOA meeting, we had 

representatives from the Pasco County 

Sheriffôs Office come and reemphasize to 

our residents to PLEASE LOCK ANY 

CARS THAT ARE LEFT OUTSIDE.  Our 

neighborhood has been victimized by gangs 

from Tampa and St. Petersburg who come 

in and target unlocked cars to steal 

electronics left inside, firearms left in the 

glove compartments, and even the cars 

themselves.

Please be the first line of defense, and if 

you leave your car outside, LOCK IT!
